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The ASEAN-JAPAN CENTRE is an international organization established in 1981
that serves as a bridge between the current 10 ASEAN member countries (Brunei,
Cambodia, Indonesia, Laos, Malaysia, Myanmar, Philippines, Thailand, Singapore and
Vietnam) and Japan in the fields of trade, investment and tourism. Since then, the
Centre has been offering various services for both public and private sectors, such as
organizing business meetings, exhibitions of ASEAN goods and services, seminars and
workshops, dispatch of experts and incoming and outgoing missions, production of
various publications and information, and capacity-building programs, among others.

different cultural exchange and tourism-related events.
